Introduction
Continuing Education Gateway is funded by eleven local authorities in the West of Scotland and hosted by Glasgow City Council.

First established in 1989, Gateway works in partnership with many key organisations in the education and careers guidance field including the Scottish Executive, Scottish Qualifications Authority, Careers Scotland and further and higher education institutions throughout Scotland.
Gateway’s products and services, developed to promote excellence in the delivery of careers and educational guidance, are used throughout Scotland, helping many thousands of people, of all ages to make well-informed career and learning decisions.
Gateway services include the Scottish Course Vacancy or Clearing Service, which it has provided since 1992. This national service includes the provision of a clearing information service through Gateway’s PlanIT database on www.ceg.org.uk. This provides information on all course vacancies at all Scottish colleges and 

universities from National Certificate to Degree level. Gateway also provides information on course vacancies to the media. 
The PlanIT database itself is continually updated and provides a comprehensive range of careers and learning information, from individual articles on specific jobs to general information on finance for study. It is also used by schools and colleges throughout Scotland.
Gateway produces other guidance and educational programs and a range of careers and learning information publications e.g. Careers in Scotland, which are updated annually.

We also operate a free guidance helpline called CareersLine for people in the West of Scotland. The number is 0800 44 22 22 and the line is staffed by professionally qualified careers advisers from 9 am – 5pm Monday to Friday.
